Our July Missions Offering  

 Our Communion Offering on July 4th will benefit 
the P.E.T. Project Texas, Inc (P.E.T. = Personal Energy 
Transportation) .  

  A P.E.T. is a 3-wheeled, hand-cranked wheelchair 
that is changing the lives of those worldwide that have 
lost the use of their legs due to polio, landmines, or 
injury.  Built by volunteers for $250 each, over 13,000 
have been shipped to more than 60 different countries 
worldwide. There are 16 production sites in the USA, and 
5 overseas sites. 

 Volunteers at the Luling shop have built 1,471 
PETs since it started in August, 2003. They were the 3rd 
production site in the USA. We became acquainted with 
the PET Project in May, 2004, at the Church Picnic at the 
Young Ranch. Since then, FUMC Johnson City has 
contributed generously to this project. In addition, 
sixteen different individuals from our Church have 
helped build, paint, and pack the PETs. 

 In October, due to Jake and Gwen's age and Joe's 
health, the production & distribution part of the Luling 
shop was moved to Bryan. Presently the Luling shop is 
cutting metal for parts for New Life Center in Zambia; 
metal parts for 500 PETs were shipped last month. 
Donations are still needed to purchase the materials 
necessary to supply parts to other sites.Web Site  
www.pettexas-luling.org.
